1. The Sheboygan County Historical Society, The Society", hereby establishes The
Kenneth W. Conger Endowment Trust.
2. The purpose of the Trust is provide funds for Society programs for the education of
children , introducing programs to meet those needs, develop new audiences and secure a
solid financial base to support this mission.,.
TRUSTEE
1. The trustee of the Trust shall be the Sheboygan County Historical Society, a
Wisconsin non-profit corporation.
2. The Endowment Trust Administrative Committee of the Society " The Committee*"
shall administer the trust.
DISTRIBUTIONS FROM THE TRUST
1. Income (and principal) of the Trust may be utilized to fulfill the purposes of the Trust.
2. The Society may not utilize the trust estate for capital expenses.
3. The trust estate may only be utilized for purposes that are consistent with the Society's
tax-exempt status.
4. The Treasurer of the Society shall countersign all distributions from the trust.
5. The income from the Kenneth W. Conger Educational Endowment Fund Will fund
the position of Educational Program Director for the museum.
6. The Committee may accept such gifts to the fund on such conditions as may be
acceptable to the committee considering the purposes of the Trust.
7. The Committee shall provide to the Society at least annually a proposal for
distributions from the Fund. Upon approval by The Society Board, the proposed
distributions shall be funded and distributed by the trustee.
TERMINATION OF THE TRUST 1.   It Is intended that the Trust extend for such time as The Society remains In existence.

2.   If it is necessary and proper to terminate the Trust, The Society at an annual meeting and upon notice of the proposed termination may terminate the Trust
Upon termination, any remaining funds shall be distributed to the Society subject to the condition that they may be utilized for purposes consistent with the purposes, or in the event this i not possible, all funds shall be distributed to the Historical Society of the State of Wisconsin for Sheboygan County programs.

ENDOWMENT TRUST OF SHEBOYGAN COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY INC.
As Amended 2-21-13
Whereas in 1986 The Sheboygan County Historical Society, "The Society", established The Sheboygan County Historical Society Endowment Trust with the purpose of providing endowment funding for programs and needs consistent with the purposes of The Society subject to a prohibition against utilizing funds from the trust for operating expenses, and
Whereas the Society now wishes to establish an additional and separate and segregated trust to provide for purposes separate from the purposes of the existing Endowment Trust, and
Whereas the Society wishes to reaffirm its existing trust subject to the limitations and benefits as originally provided and by separate document establish a new and separate trust for the purposes and subject to the limitations as may be stated therein:
Now Therefore;
the following provisions shall be established for continuation of the Endowment trust as established by the Society in 1986.
TRUSTEE
1. The trustee of the Trust shall be the Sheboygan County Historical Society, a
Wisconsin non-profit corporation.
2. The Endowment Trust Administrative Committee of the Society ;' The
Committee" shall serve as administrator for the trustee.
DISTRIBUTIONS FROM THE TRUST
1. Income of the Trust may be utilized to fulfill the purposes of the Trust.
2. The Society may not utilize the trust estate for operating expenses.
3. The trust estate may only be utilized for purposes that are consistent with
The Society's tax-exempt status.
4. The treasurer of the Society shall countersign all distributions from the Trust.
The Society.
5. The Committee shall serve the Trustee to recommend actions to The Society regarding the
trust estate.

The Committee may accept gifts to the Trust on such conditions as may be
acceptable to The Committee considering the purpose of the Trust.

The Committee shall provide to The Society at least annually a proposal for
distributions from the Fund. Upon approval by The Society Board, the proposed
distributions shall be funded and distributed by the trustee.
TERMINATION OF THE TRUST
1. It Is intended that the Trust extend for such time as The Societyremains In existence.
2. If it is necessary and proper to terminate the Trust, The Society at an annual meeting and upon notice
of the proposed termination may terminate the Trust
Upon termination, any remaining funds shall be distributed to the Society subject to the condition that they may not be utilized for operating purposes, or in the event this Is not possible, all funds shall be distributed to the Historical Society of the State of Wisconsin for Sheboygan County programs.

ENDOWMENT TRUST ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEE - OPERATING
RULES
ESTABLISHED October 1997 Revised February 2001; January 2010 further revised May 2013
This committee shall be known as the Endowment Trust Administrative Committee of the Sheboygan County Historical Society, Inc.
MISSION: "The preservation and enhancement of the endowment funds of The Sheboygan County Historical Society."
VISION: That the Sheboygan County Historical Society always has the financial resources available to complete special projects related to the Mission of the Society.
ENDOWMENT TRUST ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEE MEMBERS:
There shall be nine (9) or more Committee members, 6 or more appointed by the Sheboygan County Historical Society, Inc. Board of Directors President and approved by a majority vote of the Sheboygan County Historical Society Board of Directors at a regular meeting. The President and Vice-President of the Society, and the Museum Director are ex-officio members of the Committee.
COMMITTEE ORGANIZATION AND TERMS:
1.  The Committee shall designate a Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, a Secretary
and a Treasurer.
a.   The Chairperson shall call the committee meetings, prepare and distribute an agenda for the meetings and preside over the meetings. The Chairperson shall also make an Annual Report to the Sheboygan County Historical Society Board of Directors,
b.
The Vice-Chairman shall assume the duties of the Chairman as needed.
c.
The Secretary shall keep Minutes of all meetings and provide copies of the
Minutes to the members and the Society Board of Directors.
d.
The Treasurer shall provide financial reports to the Committee at each
meeting and to the Society as requested including but not limited to a
report as to funds on hand and distributed. The Treasurer shall provide to
the Society such documentation as requested to complete the audit of the
Fund. All distributions from the trust shall be countersigned by any Society
officer.
2. Committee members other than ex-officio members shall be appointed for a
five-year term.
3. The committee shall obtain an SEC registered financial advisor to serve at
the pleasure of the committee. The financial advisor shall be nominated by
the endowment committee and approved by the board.
STRUCTURE AND MEETINGS:
1.   The Committee shall function using Robert's Rules of Order. A quorum shall consist of five (5) voting committee members. There shall be no less than two (2) Committee meetings per year. The fiscal year of the Committee shall be the same as the Sheboygan County Historical Society, Inc.
